 RULES Cont’d 
•      Expressing obscenities or profanities 
at any time.   
• Bringing weapons or dangerous items 
to school/camp. 
• Fighting or expressing lack of respect 
for  teachers/counselors. 
 

      ATTIREATTIRE 
Students and staff must dress and be-
have discreetly: 
Skirts and shorts are to be no more than 2” 
above the knee.  They must not be tight 
fitting.  Blouses must properly conceal 
chest area and the whole torso.  Pants must 
be worn with belts at the waist. If a stu-
dent wears a top that is too tight, the 
student will be required to purchase an 
orange t-shirt that will be worn in class 
that day. Earrings should be no mare that 
(1) inch in length or width.  Boys are not 
permitted to wear earrings and headbands 
on the premises. Consequences include 
suspension. 
 

NO: Wearing of headphones, playing 
radios, hats worn backwards, gum chew-
ing, name calling, teasing, cheating, lying 
and stealing. Also, no electronic games 
including but not limited to I-pods, mp3 
players, video games, and cell phone are 
not allowed in the classrooms or activity 
areas. Consequences may include confisca-
tion of prohibited material, suspension and 
expulsion. 
 

Students may not leave the site before the 
day’s program is completed or the director 
has received written permission from par-
ents.  Visiting by students’ friends is not 
permitted.
